Writing: Parent went over the structure of a friendly letter. Student wrote an 8 sentence letter to the main character in Matilda. Student wrote spelling list (5 words) in sentences. Student did Handwriting without Tears for 10 minutes.

Math: Georgia State Math Task #4, focusing on students ability to subtract with regrouping, got through the first half of Task. Student did a counting collection of buttons, and recorded her findings. Student did one word problem also focused on subtraction with regrouping. 

Other: Built a sun dial, and watched a video on space and the universe. Discussed.
